The weather was warm anddry as a dozen club members assembled
in Delzmere Forest for an L.C.R.A. event.

An introduction to the sport was given by Chris Scott and Eric
Kavanagh who spent approximately an hour reminding and/or explaining
the simple points involved in this relatively new sport.

This was 2 "score" event. There was a time limit of 120 minutes
in which one has to locate as many of the 11 controls as possible. For
each one found, the competitor was awarded a number of points according
to the distance the control was from thestart. The average distance
covered by each competitor would be in the order of 3 miles.

The course was laid out as a permanent feature in Delamere Forest
by the Deeside Orienteering Club who also supplied the maps. Unfort-
unately the permanent aspect of the course is somewhat in doubt as three
of the markers had been removed by some thoughtless people. This
created some confusion, but when John Lovelady found one of the missing
markers in a stream he created further Confusion by replacing the marker
in its correct location. Thus some people who visited thatlocation
